The Freedom of Information (Scotland) Act 2002 makes an exemption, with specific caveats, for information “obtained in the course of, or derived from, a programme of research”. Does this exemption provide researchers and research participants with enough protection? What are the ethical implications of open access to data being used for good versus the potential for inappropriate exploitation? How do researchers, ethics committees and research institutions find the correct balance between sharing data and sharing too much, particularly where sensitive data, vulnerable or protected research participants and research questions are concerned?
