His subsequent report contained 22 recommendations to increase safety in clinical studies.

Robert Dingwall – Social Sciences


Formerly Director of the Institute for Science and Society at the University of Nottingham, and now an independent consultant and researcher, Professor Dingwall is a medical sociologist with a long-standing interest in research ethics.  He has recently been a prominent critic of what he considers is the inappropriate extension to the social sciences and humanities of regulatory and governance regimes designed for the biomedical sciences.  


 Andrew George – Genetics


Professor of Molecular Immunology at Imperial College London, Andrew  is also Director of the Graduate School of Life Sciences and Medicine and of the School of Professional Development. He is Chair of the National Research Ethics Advisors’ Panel, Chair of the Scientific Advisory Panel of Action Medical Research and a member of the Expert Advisory Panel on Clinical Trials for the MHRA. He is on the Editorial Board of Transplantation and Trends in Immunology. His research focuses on exploiting the tools and understanding of molecular immunology to treat disease, in particular to prevent transplant rejection.


Peter Dobson – Nanotechnology  Professor Dobson is the nanotechnology advisor to RCUK and he also consults widely and advises several corporate and national organizations on nanotechnology. He also has the responsibility of setting up new research institutes that combine Oxford University activities with spin-off company R&D, and he leads a team that facilitates the rapid transfer of technology and knowledge. He is still active in both research and teaching.
