Digitisation is a very broad subject, and so this seminar has been designed to present in the first instance the Big Picture, with the following issues identified to focus discussion:  

· the scale of global networks: how to conduct research ethically and safely, preserving reputation and without risk to the research and the researcher?
· the law: increasingly complex and often misinterpreted: it also struggles to keep pace with technical developments that are often ill thought through or driven forward without appropriate ethical standards being applied; what are the repercussions for research and researchers?
· the conflicts: now emerging in research ethics; some shared at all levels, public and private, in academia and business, some particular to the individual user or a threat to institutional independence: time to ask what is ethical research in a digital environment and seek a global answer?
Many of those already involved in Research Ethics governance and review will be aware of how the force of social change, economic imbalances and cultural differences can affect otherwise sound research projects, by undermining confidence in research partners, professional values, and the integrity of systems.
